Philosophy 
Pathfinder’s summer school aims to address the  basic 
skills, motivations, and work habits which help our students 
not only make-up their lost credits, but also to become more 
successful, productive students.  To meet this goal, 
students will: 

1. Be seated and ready to work at the beginning of class. 

2. Work independently on their own curriculum. 

3. Progress quietly through the different stages of their 
assignments. 

4. Work productively until the end of class. 

5. Be respectful towards others. 

6. Only leave the room for emergencies. 

7. Conform to the classroom rules that have been 
established by the teacher. 

Rules of the Building 
The maintenance staff is very busy during the summer 
months preparing for the reopening of school in the fall.  
Please adhere to the following rules: 

1. Only use the bathrooms located near your classroom. 

2. While waiting for class to begin or for a ride home, you 
may congregate in the front lobby or in front of the 
school.  All other areas of the school are off limits. 

3. Use the front entrance. 

4. Be courteous to all people working in or visiting the 
school. 

5. Only water bottles are allowed in the classroom and 
halls. 

6. Hats are not allowed to be worn during the school day. 

7. The use of electronic games and “walkman” type 
radios is prohibited during the school day. 

Homework  
It should be understood that homework is at the discretion 
of the teacher. 

Smoking  
Smoking is NOT permitted anywhere on the school 
grounds.  On the first offense the student will receive a 
warning.  On a second offense, the student will be expelled.  
NO refund or credit for the class will be given. 

Attendance Policy 
It is very important that students attend summer school 
every day.  Only one absence will be excused.  If a student 
is absent a second time, they will be required to complete a 
major research project in order to receive credit for that day.  
On the third offense, credit for the class will NOT be issued 
and NO refund will be made.  Two tardies will be treated as 
one absence. 

Conduct 
Student misconduct will not be tolerated.  Major infractions, 
such as vandalism or harassment will result in an immediate 
expulsion.  A student who commits a minor infraction will 
meet with the Summer School Coordinator.  On a second 
offense, the student will be expelled.  Teachers are 
instructed to remove anyone from class who disrupts the 
learning process.  Any student that is expelled will NOT 
receive a refund or credit for the class. 

Final Grade 
The final grade average will consider your class 
participation, assignments, homework, and tests.  Teachers 
will determine the final grade.  Grades will not be issued 
until the tuition has been paid in full. Pathfinder will forward 
grades to the sending school no later than August 13th.  
Contact your student’s school for their pass / fail status. 

Parking and Pick-up 

Enter the school grounds from Sykes Street (RT. 181).  
Accessing the building through the main entrance.  Parking 
is allowed in the lot, avoid parking in the circle up near the 
school.  You are reminded that driving is a privilege.  The 
speed limit on school grounds is 10 MPH.  Students who do 
not observe safety rules will not be permitted to drive to 
school.
